Other

Range
The telephone’s range depends on whether or not the radio waves carrying
the call are restricted by obstacles in their path, and is usually between 50
and 300 metres. Coverage can be improved by turning one’s head so that
the handset is aligned with the base unit. Sound quality declines as the
limit is reached until the call is finally interrupted.

Eco Functionality
We have introduced the ECO FUNCTIONALITY label to help customers iden-
tify products within our assortment having a lower impact on the environ-
ment. Products carrying this label feature:
• Reduced power consumption in both operational and standby mode.
• Adaptive transmission power depending on range on base unit.

Battery
CAUTION

Risk of explosion if battery is replaced by an incorrect type. Use only
original batteries.

When the batteries are relatively new they will last for approximately 100
hours standby time or approximately 10 hours call time.
